«FAIRY TALES OF THE CITY ON THE NEVA»

Online exhibition of Anna Pitirimova «Fairy Tales of
the city on the Neva» is an interactive introduction to
the main attractions of St. Petersburg through a
combination of urban photography and children'’s
drawings.

According to the author of the photo project, waters
of St. Petersburg reflect not only the architectural
and historical image of the city, but also children’s
dreams, and tales about the city’'s great past, painted
by young residents of the cultural capital of Russia.

There are 16 photos in the exhibit. Anna Pitirimova's
art photography is based on the combination of
visual images taken from two different artistic
practices: children’s drawings and city photography.
Built into photos of the city landscape, children’s
drawings break down into semi-abstract elements or
preserve only their contours, illustrating the filling of

the city with children’s fantasies. Rivers and canals of
New Year St. Petersburg become the point of
contact between reality and the world of fantasy
depicted in photos.

The exhibition project «Fairy Tales of the city on the
Neva» by St. Petersburg artist Anna Pitirimova has
been specially prepared for the cultural festival
«Children's St. Petersburg». The project was created
using city photos by Alexander Ignatovich (St.
Petersburg) and children’s drawings by children from
St. Petersburg Kindergarten for Children with Special
Developmental Needs.

«FROM THE SKETCH TO THE REVIVED PUPPET»

How are the images of the characters in the play
born? What is a sketch? How does a sketch make a
puppet? How does the puppet become alive? These
and many other questions will be answered by
Tatiana Melnikova, a production designer of the
performance “Fantastic Adventures of Chizhik. Tale
of Nevsky Prospekt”, which was recently premiered
on the stage of the theater (the author of the play
and director — A. Ustavshchikov).

Besides that, the exhibition visitors will get
acquainted with the actress Anastasia Bulygina, the
performer of the Chizhik part. “Fantastic Adventures
of Chizhik. Tale of Nevsky Prospekt” is an engaging
guest with the bird Chizhik as a main character,
which is also a favorite character of St. Petersburg
city folklore.

The curious bird breaks the magic clock belonging to
the Theatre Domovoy (the Bogie). Hands of the
clock fly out in different directions. A flood begins,
and stunning time travel of Chizhik and Domovoy
follows it — Nevsky Prospekt, St. Petersburg of
different historical epochs, the Lion, the Griffins, the
Sphinx and, of course, magic white nights.

Tatiana Melnikova graduated from the Leningrad
Civil Engineering and Construction Institute in
1980. During her studies she started working in the
theater studio of the House of Architects «Globe»,
and in 1983 she entered the Theater and Stage
Faculty of Leningrad State Institute of Theatre,
Music and Cinema, the class of G. Sotnikov. During
her studies, she worked at several drama theaters.

In 1989, she received an invitation to decorate a
play «Oh, Bayadera» staged by Alexander Belinsky
in the Bolshoi Puppet Theatre. Since then, the
puppets have entered her creative life and
remained forever.

In 2007, the artist started collaboration with St.

It was created by a
group of Petrograd artists headed by Lyubov
Vasilyevna Shaporina-Yakovleva in 1918. In the
mid-1930s the theater was granted a building
on 52 Nevsky Prospect.

RAILWAYS MUSEUM

Russian Railway Museum is one of the
largest technical museums in Europe. The
total floor area of the museum space is
comparable to the Palace Square of St.
Petersburg and is more than 57,000 sg.m.

The museum offers visitors an
introduction to the history of rail
transport, its past, present, and possible
future.

To give place to almost 120 exhibit items
(some of them being a single original),
the historic building of Peterhof Railway
Depot was reconstructed, a new museum
building was built and an outdoor area
was created. Glass passages and air
galleries in the united space of the two
buildings allow estimating the exhibit
scale.

44 multimedia installations are available
for visitors and ensure full immersion into
the epoch of railway transport formation
and development.

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JOURNEY INTO THE
MAGIC WORLD

OF PUPPETS
THEATRE EXCURSION

St. Petersburg State Demmeni Marionette
Theatre is the first professional puppet
theater in Russia. It all started in
December 1918 in Petrograd, when a
group of artists and enthusiasts organized
the State Puppet Theatre of Theater
Department of the People's Commissariat
of Education.

The theater shares its rich creative history
with the audience. During the tour «A
Journey into the Magic World of Puppets»
actors tell about E.S. Demmeni's creative
activity, legendary performances, roles
and performers.

The first in the Soviet Union puppet performances based upon the works of classics — Pushkin,
Gogol, Shakespeare, Moliere, Cervantes, Swift, and others — were staged in the Demmeni
Theater. The first puppet play by Chekhov with a close-up first used by puppeteers appeared
here, and the lighting became one of the decisive components of the performance. Premieres of
the country’s first puppet shows on modern topics as well as puppet operas took place here, the
first European puppet feature film was shot. These, and many other stories are told along the
tour by the People’s Artist of Russia, the pupil of E.S. Demmeni,-Faina Ivanovna Kostina. The
tireless joker Petrushka performed by Alexei Melnik helps her. The tour is held in the theater
foyer among numerous puppets — witnesses and direct participants of the stories told.




FAINA KOSTINA

People's Artist of Russia Faina Kostina has
been working at St. Petersburg Demmeni
Marionette Theatre for more than 60 years.
She is a fololower of Eugene Demmeni,
who admitted her to the theater troupe
personally, F.I. Kostina became the leading
actress of the oldest puppet stage from
her first roles.

For many years of work with Demmeni,
she was a participant of all premieres, a
performer of main roles in such famous
productions of the master as «Thumbling»,
«The Adventures of Cipollino», «Gulliver in
the Land of Lilliputians», «Blue Bird», and
others.

ALEXEY MELNIK

Alexey Melnik came to Demmeni Theatre
in 2002 after graduating from Actor’s
Section of Puppet Theatre Department of
the St. Petersburg Academy of Theatre Art
(course of S. D. Cherkassky). In the same
year he became an actor in the theater
group «Chemodan-duet KVAM (Suitcase
duet KVAM)». In 2005, he became a Youth
Prize Winner of the Governor of St.
Petersburg. Since 2007, he has been an
actor with the St. Petersburg Plastic Hands
Theater «cHAND MADE». The Demmeni
Theatre play «Magic Feather» (staged by
B. Konstantinov, 2007) with the
participation of Melnik is the winner of the
Higher Theatre Award of St. Petersburg
«Golden Soffit» and the National Theatre
Award and Festival «Golden Masky.

At a time when it was impossible to buy a
ready toy and outfits for it, people made
dolls themselves. Especially for that,
women laid beautiful ribbons and lacing,
and each piece was worth its weight in
gold. In the evenings, children asked their
mother or grandmother to tell a fairy tale.
The rag doll, made by hand, without a
needle, was a supplement to the story. It
was important not to mark the face of the
doll, because it was believed, that a good
or evil spirit could inhabit it through
depicted eyes. One more important rule
was to wind the threads counterclockwise.
The rest was up to master’s discretion.

Writing with pen and ink is a delicate
work, requiring a good eye, a strong hand
and great finger sensitivity. Nowadays, a
pointed pen writing is equal to art,
although in previous times children were
taught it in elementary school. The skill of
unhurried writing consonant with the
rhythm of breathing, with its focus on
smooth plastic lines and aesthetic forms of
letters, improves children's assiduity,
willpower, and, most importantly, their
ability to see and create beauty. The
participants of the master class will
perform several introductory exercises,
calligraphic gamuts, and make a greeting
card based on them.

The master class will be conducted by
Tatiana Petrenko, a graduate of the
Philological Faculty of St. Petersburg State
University. She started her studies at the
School of Calligraphy under the guidance
of P.P. Chobitko in 2008, and a year later
she started working at the School along
with studying. From 2010 till 2012 she
studied calligraphy in Great Britain and
Belgium. Since 2013 she has been
employed as a tutor by the Calligraphy Art
Center «<From AZ to IZHITSA».
